Installation
1. �Cut the conduit in the groove area located between the 

corrugations.  Ensure that the cut is straight and free from 
“burrs”. This will ensure maximum sealing capabilities.

2. �On a flat surface with the thread side down. Grasping both 
ridges above the window, push the locking collar down 
firmly to open the locking tabs. Push the conduit down 
until it bottoms out inside the connector.

3. �Make certain that both of the locking tabs are FULLY 
engaged and seated into the groove of the conduit.

4. �See how the conduit is seated correctly against the seal 
located inside the connector.

5. �To remove the conduit from the connector: Push the 
conduit back down into the connector towards the thread 
side and hold. On the locking collar push down to open the 
locking tabs again. This is the same techinque that is used 
to assemble the connector and conduit. The conduit will 
now pull out of the connector.
